 DAY 1-3       MAHALE MOUNTAINS NATIONAL PARK
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Researchers from 
Kyoto University 
have observed 
Mahale’s chimps 
since 1960.

Rise early for breakfast and trek alongside your guide into 
the forests of  Mahale. Trackers send word when they 
have spotted the chimps. These chimpanzees have been 
habituated for many years by a group of  researchers from 
Kyoto University. Their efforts offer the opportunity to 
enjoy close encounters with the chimps and to sit quietly 
and observe their family life as it unfolds around you.

Look for abundant bird life and butterflies, as well as 
other primates such as the Angola colobus, red colobus, 
red-tailed monkeys and blue monkeys in the trees.

Trek chimpanzees on Day 2 
and then again on Day 3.
